The JA Finance Park gives students the 
opportunity to put the knowledge learned 
in class into action. During this half-day 
experience, students assume randomly 
assigned family and income scenarios and 
visit businesses to gather information for 
their personal financial decision-making. 
They utilize banking services and learn how 
to handle living expenses such as housing, 
transportation, insurance, and health care. 
They also learn to make investment decisions.

Volunteers at JA Finance Park provide students 
with information about different budget items, 
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As we approach the end of the year, we often 
think of different ways we can give back. One 
of the best ways to give back is to donate your 
time.

The Administrative Services Business Center 
volunteers with the Junior Achievement 
Center of Tampa Bay twice a year. This year, 
ASBC volunteered at the JA Finance Park on 
November 21, and will be volunteering again 
in January of 2020.
