o “If experts have identified that there are safety issues for LGBTQ people there, how will | alter my
behavior? What do | need to change to stay safe but still let me be me?”
o “If my destination is a country that is accepting towards LGBTQ people, will | explore the local LGBTQ

culture? How can | do that within the bounds of the program | am on?”
