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A shark’s sense of smell

In a recent study published in Current Biology, researchers
discovered that when sharks are presented with differ-
ent scents, they will turn in the direction of the first odor
they pick up if there is a slight time delay. Eight dogfish
sharks were captured near Cape Cod and taken to a USF
lab where they were fitted with “headstage” gear that
was put inside the inflow nostrils. Tubing from the gear
pumped in squid rinse as the odor source. The testing
was synchronized and found that the sharks would run to-
ward the first side which was stimulated, even if the other
side emitted a more concentrated smell. Co authors of
the study Jayne Gardiner, a USF Ph.D. candidate and Jelle
Atema from Boston University wrote, “This is the first
conclusive evidence that under semi-natural conditions
and without training, bilateral time differences trump odor
concentration differences.” The story ran in more than
