The Airyscan confocal microscope will be used for view and take pictures of cells and pathogens for research
purposes. This equipment will be available to multiple faculty as part of the Global Health and Infectious Disease
Research Center. This microscope will also be able to view parts of cells and very small pathogens with high
clarity and quantify the number of cells or pathogens, It will also be able to track movement of these items to a
limited extent. Olympus is another company with a microscope we brought in for a demonstration. When
demonstrated here, it was not able to see parts of cells or parasites with the clarity of the airyscan. It was also not
able to track the same cells over time. The Ariyscan has the ability to image cells across a continuous spectrum
instead of using specific color filters, like other microscopes. The Olympus uses specific color filters. No other
microscope is able to continuously scan the spectrum like the Airyscan, therefore there is no real competitor
source. It is unclear if/lwhen other companies will get this technology. This microscope will replace the GE
Healthcare DeltaVision confocal microscope which is no longer serviced by the vendor. Much of the research in
GHIDR requires cells or pathogens, which are very small, to be tracked or imaged over time.
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
