* How to locate clandestine burials using remote sensing and forensic archaeology, such as ground penetrating
radar, historic imaging, GIS mapping, drones.
« How to excavate buried bodies, using donated human cadavers for individual burials &
staged homicides.
« Best practices for documentation of outdoor crime scenes through traditional low budget methods (Scene
sketching) & technology driven methods (3D scanning and GIS methods).
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
